AARP income tax preparers are at the Center on Tuesday and Thursday each week;
don’t delay in making an appointment. Your 2022 Federal and IL tax returns will be
completed and electronically filed. Appointments are scheduled by calling the Center
office. Most tax forms including 1040EZ, 1040A, and 1040 with schedules can be
completed. A photo ID (driver’s license, State 1D, passport), social security card or In-
dividual Taxpayer Identification notice, copies of tax returns from the last two years
(2020 and 2021), all income documents like W-2’s and 1099’s, brokerage statements,
and any other tax information specific to your situation must be presented at your ap-
pointment. A list of essential documents is available in the Center office. There is no
charge for this service. However, appointments are required. Call the Center at
630/232-3602 to make an appointment.
