Free Flu Shot Clinic, Oct. 8

Flu, Pneumonia, and DTP
(Diphtheria, Tetanus, Per-
tussis) shots will be of-
fered from 9-noon. A two
vaccination maximum is
allowed per person. Ge-
neva Township seniors age
55 or older who do not
have Medicare Part B will
receive the flu shot free of
charge, compliments of
Geneva Township. VNA
will bill Medicare Part B
for the Flu and Pneumonia
shots for anyone who pre-
sents their Medicare Part
B card. For all others the
costs are $25 for Flu shot;
$35 for Pneumonia shot.
DTP shots cost $45 (cash
only). A doctor’s note is
required if you have previ-
ously received pneumonia
shots. No insurance or
HMO’s are accepted, a
receipt will be given to
submit. For a free ride call
